This modified fenker fxative utilizes zine chloride in place
of mercuric chloride, The use of mercuric chlopde In fixative
solutions should be discontimued due to the potentlal toxse
effects of this chemical to the environment. The stalning re-
sulis produced by this fixative are similar 1o those produced
by Lepker fixative containing mercuric chioride, Cadmium
chloride may alio be mbsiteied for gne chloride. Zine and
cadmiom chlorde are removed from sections by the ugusl
dehydrating procedures; that is, no eéxtra steps are required to
remove eryatnl of the anlts as are requined after fixation with
Zenkes's salution containing mersuric chiloride,

It is interesting to nole that this procedure wus dowtloped
iin 1941 becanuse af e high cost of mermirle chlorde — nod
il environmental prollem posed by mercuric chloride.

The following method s used in our lsborstory Tor mounting
and storing tissue specimens destined Tor eryolomy, The meih-
ol has proved most useful and convenlent.

Method

I. Collected tissue specimens ore oriented in OUCT.* embad-
ding meddis on a 1/8 inch slice of cork and plunged into
Hejueldd mitrogen.

. The frozen specimen can now be stored o the freering
compartment of Lhe relrigerator in an air tight codtaines of
mounted on the cryastul metal object haldes.

A I the tlssue requites sectioning all the way throdgh the
bock, there i no rlak of damaging the knile edge on the
metal abiect holder.

4. The apecimen cul nirfsce can be recoverad with 0.0 T., the
cork removed from the object holder and the mounted
specimen stored In a covered jar. I addilionn] sections are
required ot a later date, the specimens will s8ill be in their
original orlentatbon when the cork i remounted on the
object holder,

This is done by firt placing o drop of water on the object
halder, then placing the specimen on the water for situchment
to the object holder. The specimen can now be sectioned o
stered while i remains atiached 1o the cryostal object holder,

Wie find the [ollowing advantage (o this method: 1t is o fast,
handy method for orenting and storng large numbers of tis
sue specimens destined {or ervostat technology .
